Barak Rosenshine argues that
modelling is an important part of effective
teaching and learning: where a teacher
demonstrates a new concept or approach to
learning and students learn through observation.
The fourth of his ten principles is: ' Provide models:
Providing students with models and worked
examples can help them learn to solve problems
faster. In his 'Principles of Instruction’, he
recognised the importance of

e  Thinking aloud and medelling steps.

e  Providing models of worked=out problems.

In this one pager from Tom Sherrington,
ne taiks about the handover element of modelling
and how important it is. It is a three part process:
ME-WE-YOU. The WE part is really important but
can sometimes be overlooked. Even if you have
given fantastic instructions and modelled what
you what the children to do, included the
metacognitive narration, effectively ‘nailed’ the |
part, if you don't continue with the WE part that
children need, you won't have the same outcomes.

What does modelling look like in your
classroom? Modelling plays a very important role in the
instructional process of helping children to acquire
knowledge and skills. When used correctly, itisa
powerful tool and increases the success rate in the
classroom. What makes this even more effective is
metacognitive narration as Tom Sherrington calls, it or
sharing our thinking process, as we may know it. In the
video from Educational Consultant Kristina Smekens,
we are shown a brilliant example of thinking aloud and
the difference that it makes to learning. It creates a
deeper understanding, children aren’t just going through
the motions of im doing this because this is what | have
been told to do, they know a bit more about the why and
the how and maybe a trick to make it easier. If you don't
already, try thinking aloud in class more this week

When should we model? Modelling can be
used not only to show a child how to participate in an
activity but also should be laced throughout the lesson
to embed all of the learning strategies that we want our
children touse. So for example, if we are writing

something on the whiteboard or the flipchart and make a

mistake, instead of rubbing it out, we can use a red pen
and edit the mistake, reinforcing or in effect, modelling,
the practice that we want our class to use. This small
tweak is effective in the sense that, not only does it
remind the children that editing is important, but also
that it is common practice for everyone thus creating
practice opportunities.

Modelling is used everyday in
EYFS.

Modelling is used to promote
appropriate behaviour -
children learn how to behave
by watching others. As a
result, it's important that
you stay calm and level-
headed, never raising your
voice, and follow your own
behaviour expectations at
all times.

Modelling is also used to
promote the development of
language. As EYFS teachers
we often need to provide
the children with the words
they need to express their
thoughts and feeling
verbally. Here is a short
video showing how
important it is to model
language and encourage
children to use their words
to communicate.
